The more publicity we get about the launch of
Speed Watch the sooner we shall see an improvement in the quality of driving within Rooksdown making it
a safer place to live.

Street Furniture Project (LIF Award)

Burleys have been appointed the contractor & have been down to Rooksdown to plan the delivery of the
project by the end of March as requested. BDBC Landscape Architect met with them to walk round of all the
sites to mark out exact locations on the ground which explains the blobs of yellow paint that have appeared
around the site. The plan is ready to go albeit one or two items have moved a yard or two either side where
underground services are present but no significant changes. Burleys are geared to start but are awaiting
delivery of bins / benches & notice boards. Likely to start wc 7th March with completion still anticipated
before 31st March deadline and may even include Saturday working (9am ¢ 4pm).

Pocket Parks and Green Spaces

After some chasing, B&DBC have confirmed they are starting horticulture training scheduled to take place in
Rooksdown on 2nd, 9th, 16th and 23rd March which will involve a qualified instructor and a team of around
8 people on each day. The tasks they will carry out will be pruning shrubs, weeding, tidying and cutting back
of herbaceous material. They will also be given a plant identification task enabling the teams to identify
plants specific to Rooksdown.
